2nd - 30% 
3rd - 20% 
4th - 10% 

 
Points will be tabulated on a 9 pt. system and is based on the horse only.  Placings 
in each class will be determined on total points earned in that class.  You must 
show the last day, July 5th.  Halter is not required.  There is no additional entry fee 
required. 



Rules 
Points will be tabulated on a nine (9) point system.  Example:  In a class of nine (9) or more, first place 
receives nine (9) points; second place gets eight (8) points; etc.  In a class of five (5), first place receives five 
(5) points; second place gets four (4) points; etc.  Awards will be determined on total points earned.  
 
To be eligible for the High Point Awards, horse or horse/exhibitor must show in the corresponding halter class 
OR  purchase an ‘Opt Out’. 
To ‘Opt Out’ of halter: 
1.  Pay a one time ‘Opt Out’ fee of $90 (Open , Amateur, Novice Amateur, Select) or $65 (Youth, Novice Youth) 

per award division.  If a horse is being exhibited for multiple award divisions (Open, Amateur, or Youth), an 
‘Opt Out’ is required for each division. 

2.  By purchasing the ‘Opt Out’ you will be eligible for High Point Awards, but not have to physically show in the 
halter classes. 
3.  Points will be tabulated beginning on the day the ‘Opt Out’ is purchased.  If you do not purchase it until July 

3rd—only points on July 3rd, 4th, & 5th will count towards the High Point Awards.  It is nonrefundable, for 
any reason. 

To show in the corresponding halter class: 
1.  You must show in the corresponding halter class each show the horse or horse/exhibitor participates in the 
High Point Award classes. 
2.  Amateur and Novice Amateur in Amateur Halter, Youth and Novice Youth in Youth Halter, Open Horse in 

Open Halter.  (If an Amateur or Youth horse is being exhibited for both an Open award and an Amateur &/or 
Youth award the horse must show in Open Halter as well as Amateur &/or Youth Halter.) 

3.  Halter points will count towards the High Point Awards.

PreRegistration 
We heard you! 
There will no longer be an office fee charged to exhibitors who do not PreRegister.  
PreRegistrations will still be accepted, but if you don’t—no worries!—you will not be charged an 
office fee!  But to thank those who do PreRegister....You will be eligible to enter drawings to win 
your entry fees for a day!  Cattle charges and jackpots excluded.   So save time standing at the 
show office and win wonderful prizes! 
 
A copy of the horse’s AQHA registration, the exhibitor’s current AQHA membership card and a 
current (1 yr.) Coggins test is required to preregister and enter.  You will not be allowed to show 
without a current Coggins.  Include copies of these items with the Pre-Registration Master 
Sheet. 
 
Mail pre-registrations to Tulsa Holiday Circuit, P.O. Box 1004, Stillwater, OK 74076.  You may 
also fax your PreRegistration to 405.743.0870.  Do not mail to Stillwater after June 15th, bring 
to show. 

Working Cowhorse Exhibitors 
Cowhorse exhibitors must pre-register and enter classes by June 22nd to reserve fresh cattle.  
Entries will be accepted at the show, but fresh cattle will not be guaranteed.   

Payment 
Cash, check, Mastercard, Visa, or Discover.  All bills must be settled by end of show.  Tabs run 
only if an open, signed check is left at show office.  Returned checks will be assessed a $25.00 
fee.
